Once a section is mastered {that is, ?«n-u
fimish it with at least three team—maembars intact), your computer will skip
to just beyond there an the next mission, retaining vour team and all your
creds, unless you re-enter the FireTrack at one of the early worlds by
prassing the relevant key as indicated in the options chart below

LOADING INSTRUCTIONS

PLAYING TIPS

While gaining experience, do not try to shoot al everything in sight. Hold
back 19 give yourself room to move and fire and concentrate more on
shooting at defences you need to shoot at in order to escape. Later oo,
more complex techniques will be needed to tackle the semi-chaos and
chaos worlds. As you gain in confidence, try starting on worids 2 or 3
(Delan or Shail). Holding the fire key down fast-fires: you won't really need
this until later, but you can use it anyway. On empty worlds, stay towards
the top of the screen and concentrate on hitting the {+) and (=)
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
