This document contains the information needed to set up Windows 95 to connect to the Internet at Brooke High.





You will need to get a copy of the file SLIPBHS.SCP from the Internet directory at Brooke High and copy it to a floppy disk.  A copy of this document and the script file is available in the Internet directory and is called 95B-SLIP.ZIP.  On the Brooke High Home Page click on Public Files.  On the Public Files page


click on Internet and finally click on 95B-SLIP.ZIP and download the file to your floppy.   You will also


need a copy of PKUNZIP.EXE if you don't already have it to uncompress the file.





You must get a slip user id and password from Luke Mester or John Fluharty before you can connect. The password that you use at Brooke High won't work.





Getting the Script file





When you get home, make a subdirectory (folder) on your C: hard drive called script. Make it in the root directory (C:\SCRIPT). Copy the file "SLIPBHS.SCP" into this directory. (If you didn't get the file you can create it using Notepad). Load in the script and put your password in the place it says mypassword.  Make sure your password is enclosed in quotes. (Notice that all text in the script is in lower case)

Setting  up your computer for dialing into Brooke High.





From the start menu select Programs, Accessories, Dial up networking


And then click on "Make new connection" 





or 





Click on My Computer and then click on Dial-Up Networking 
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Enter a name for the connection. Brooke-2


You will do this 5 times to make a connection for each of the 5 dial up nodes.


First do Brooke-2 and then Brooke-1, Brooke-3, Brooke-4 and Brooke-5.





Make sure your modem is selected and then click "next"
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Type in the Phone number followed by six commas and then the extension number.


(Notice there are six commas between the number and the extension)





Brooke-2 is 527-1410,,,,,,63


Brooke-3 is 527-1410,,,,,,18


Brooke-4 is 527-1410,,,,,,57


Brooke-5 is 527-1410,,,,,,68





Brooke-1 is a direct line 527-3255 and doesn't need commas.
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Now click Next and then Finish. to save this connection.
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After you click on Finish  a new icon, Brooke-2, will be created in your 


Dial-Up Scripting Folder.





Next, right click on the Brooke-2 icon and select Properties.
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Now click on the Server Type tab. Choose CSLIP under Type of Dial-Up Server 


and uncheck the box "Log on to network". 
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Next click on TCP/IP Settings.
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The server will give you your IP address when you connect so


"Server assigned IP address" should be checked..





You can enter a name server addresses as above or check


"Server assigned name server addresses". 





Make sure both Use IP header compression and Use default gateway


on remote network are both checked.





Now click on OK.





Next click on Scripting and use Browse to find your dialing script. 


The same script is used for all five dial-up nodes. 


Browse until you find the BHS slip script which should be 


c:\scripts\Slipbhs.scp.
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You must repeat the above process for each dial-up node.
