TweakIt FAQ.





How does TweakIt "tweak" 3Dfx cards ?


TweakIt allows users to "tweak" their 3D cards by using the SST and SSTV2 environment settings.





What file(s) contain TweakIt's settings ?


TweakIt stores its settings in the following files:


TWEAKIT.BAT, this file contains all the "standard" 3Dfx settings.


TWKADV.BAT, this file contains all the "advanced" 3Dfx settings.


STARTUP.BAT, this file contains a line to load the TWEAKIT.BAT and/or TWKADV.BAT files (similar to the AUTOEXEC.BAT file).


TweakIt modifies the following files:


AUTOEXEC.BAT, this file contains a line to load the TWEAKIT.BAT and/or TWKADV.BAT files.


CONFIG.SYS, this file is modified to allow for more environment space. This eliminates the "out of enviroment space" error on some machines.





TweakIt has alot of settings, which should I use ?


If you are not sure which settings to use, simply select one of the buttons to automatically configure your system for you. You can use the BASIC, STANDARD, OPTIMAL and SAFE modes.





What the hell do some of the settings mean !?


Good question. Some of them I don't know (that's why they are disabled). When I become confident on the setting and it's impact on a system (doing more good that bad), I enabled it.





Does TweakIt modify the Windows registry ?


Yes. TweakIt stores information about your settings in the registry. These settings DO NOT affect any other software, hardware or driver in your entire system. This was added so if you take time to "tweak" your system, you can easily save and restore your settings.





Does TweakIt alter any drivers, control panel applets, vendor settings, etc. ?


No.





Does TweakIt conflict with other software "tweaking" programs ?


No, TweakIt does not conflict, but depending on which program loads its settings last, those settings will stay current. TweakIt now uses a STARTUP.BAT file (located in the WINDOWS\STARTUP directory) to "call" your TWEAKIT.BAT and/or TWKADV.BAT file AFTER any other "tweaking" program has run. This will allow TweakIt's settings to be current.





Why is the TweakIt distribution package so big ?


I am using Visual Basic 5.0 to create TweakIt. I do not have a copy of Visual C++, but if I did, then I would use it.





My machine is still loading the TWEAKIT.BAT file after an uninstall. How can I remove it ?


Because TweakIt creates new files after initially being installed, the uninstall will not remove these files. To ensure that TweakIt is not loading any settings, remove the CALL C:\TWEAKIT.BAT line from your AUTOEXEC.BAT file.





Will TweakIt always be free ?


Yes.





Will TweakIt's source code be released ?


Yes.
