Unpacking your computer

This installation guide shows you how to unpack and
set up your computer. Just follow the illustrated
steps and in no time your computer will be ready-to-
use. The only tool that you need to set up the com-
puter is the small flat-bladed screwdriver provided
with your computer.

NOTES: Save both the packing materials and this
guide. If you ever need to move the computer or re-
turn it for repair, re-pack it correctly. Be sure to save
the cardboard inserts that are in the diskette drives.
They protect the drive heads during transit. Always
re-insert them to prevent damage when moving the
computer.

You may want to insert the Installation Pamphlet
into the back of your AT&T Personal Computer 6300
User’s Guide binder to keep it readily available.

Do not expose the computer to direct sunlight.
Prolonged exposure to direct sunlight can damage
your computer through overheating.

Avoid setting up the computer on a plastic table
or in a room with nylon carpeting. You can pick up
static electricity from these objects and accidentally
discharge it when you touch your computer. Static
discharge can affect the information stored in the
computer.

NOTE: On the second line of your screen, the revi-
sion number and the date will vary, according to
which revision of the diagnostics you have. On the
eighth line, the memory size can range from 128 kb
to 640 kb RAM.

If your computer still appears not to be working
properly, turn the computer off and contact your
AT&T Personal Computer Dealer or the AT&T
Information Systems Service Hotline.
